Å Midtown Manhattan is less 
than a one -half hour 
express trip by rail from 
Mount Vernon ȭs three 
Metro North Railroad 
Stations:

Å Mount Vernon East Station 
along the New Haven Line

Å Fleetwood and Mount 
Vernon West Stations 
along the Harlem Line.

Å Two New York City  
subway lines end within 
three city blocks of the 
Mount Vernon border.

Å The Westchester County 
Bee-Line System operates 
nine bus routes within 
Mount Vernon that 
provide bus transit 
throughout the County 
and into New York City. 
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The Mount Vernon West Vision Plan 
process has  identified options for 
the rezoning of the area and creating 
ordinances to encourage TOD and 
improvements to the streetscape 
around the train station area
